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1. Overall Description:

The WID SP – 030539 for impacts of speech-enabled services on IMS, PS and CS domains in Stage 2 was approved and new TR 23.877 was allocated for speech-enabled service from SA#21.
In the TR 23.877v.0.0.1 section 5 Impacts of speech recognition improvements on CS domain, the activation mechanism for SRM session was included in section 5.2. This section provides more details on how to provide the signalling for supporting the activation of speech recognition mode. 

The possible implementations of the activation SRM session for GSM are listed here, i.e. how to pass “activate SRM” instruction from TRUA to the mobile:

a) Using specific settings in the “frame stealing” bits, defining an unused combination of the stealing flags hu(B) and hl(B) to indicate that the burst contains speech and a command to activate SRM; or

b) Using particular codewords within the downlink SID frames, so that the command to activate SRM in conveyed by one or more SID frames sent during DTX periods; or

c) Using particular codewords within the downlink speech frames, so that the command to activate SRM in conveyed by frames containing speech; or

d) Using signalling messages sent on the FACCH from the BTS/RNC to the mobile (e.g. by adding information to a Physical Information message); or

e) Using signalling messages sent on the SACCH from the BTS/RNC to the mobile (e.g. by adding information to a System Information 6 message)

f) Use signalling within the RATSCCH channel (see 3GPP TS 45.009).

2. Actions:

ACTION:  SA 2 kindly request that GERAN to discuss the ideas raised by the TR 23.877 v.0.1.0 section 5.2 on how to pass “activate SRM” instruction from TRAU to the mobile and provide feedback to SA 2 on the above 6 proposals. Any stage 3 specification changes should be carefully designed to ensure ‘backwards compatible’
