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This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#21 meeting, primarily focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· 3GPP Release 6: It was agreed to wait until TSG #22 to take a decision on the Rel-6 freezing date. It was though agreed to freeze the requirements for Rel 6. This means that new requirements into the current Rel 6 work plan from this point forward are not permitted without strong justification. It was clarified that any requirements coming from OMA will be considered on a case-by-case basis and full justification for inclusion is required but that the work already directed into SA1 or SA2 by TSG SA, such as PoC, is already allowed. The status of the Stage 2 (and Stage 3) work will be evaluated at the next meeting in order to determine if a Release 6 freeze date can be determined.
· 3GPP and OMA: It was generally considered that there should be no real problems with co-operation between 3GPP and OMA. Transfer of work to and from 3GPP would be subject to agreement by the TSGs and endorsement by the PCG. It was agreed that 3GPP should explicitly provide information to OMA of ongoing work. It was also considered helpful if OMA would provide similar information to 3GPP on their work. Member contribution was considered essential in order to coordinate the work between the two bodies. More information is found in SP-030516.
· PoC: In general it was agreed that 3GPP can address OMA PoC requirements through the normal 3GPP workflow.  This means that OMA requirements should be introduced through SA1, which will perform the appropriate requirements analysis.  SA2 will perform the analysis and any changes required with respect to IMS architecture. The CN1, CN3, and CN4 working groups will perform the necessary protocol analysis and development when appropriate.  Other 3GPP groups may also be involved. OMA is asked to give a presentation of preliminary PoC requirements, architecture, and timelines during the meetings of SA1, SA2, and the CN WGs to be held from 27 to 31 October in Bangkok, Thailand.  The presentation is tentatively scheduled for Monday evening, October 27th.
· IMS Emergency Call Requirements: SA1 was asked to involve CN and SA2 experts in the redrafting of the CR on IMS Emergency Call Requirements. The discussion on this topic is tentatively planned for Wednesday morning in SA1.
· IMS Phase 2, Local Services: CN commented that they couldn’t start stage 3 work, as the stage 2 is not complete. 
· Policy based Control of Diffserv: No progress has been reported to SA plenary and it was questioned if there are enough supporting companies for this work to continue. SA2 was requested to check if there are enough supporting companies and if not remove the WID.
· MCC support: There was no firm conclusion on the request from SA2 (RAN and) to have MCC support for more than one WG meeting between the TSG plenary meetings. There was some debate over the resources available to MCC and the number of meetings that the WGs require. The TSG Chairman stated that this could not be resolved by TSG SA, as it is a financing issue and the SDOs and ultimately their Members who provide the funding for MCCI would suggest that we from our next meetings provide additional motivations as to why we need more meetings and the consequences if we do not have MCC support.
· COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION of 25/07/2003 on the processing of caller location information in electronic communication networks for the purpose of location-enhanced emergency call services: (TD SP‑030372 and TD SP‑030394) The Liaisons was noted and Members were asked to consider the Recommendation in order to verify any impacts on 3GPP system capabilities and provide any necessary contribution to the relevant WGs.
Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TR 23.917 v.1.0.0 (Policy Control Evolution): This TR was provided for information and was noted.
· TR 23.976 v1.0.0 (Push architecture): It was noted that Push Notification mechanism using SMS might need some work in T WGs. This TR was provided for information and was noted.
· TR 23.851 v1.0.0 (Network sharing): It was recognised that there were still issues on the use of Broadcast and Network modes of operation in a multiple Network Type and shared RAN environment. This TR was provided for information and was noted. 
· TS 23.825 v1.0.0 (Architecture aspects on IP flow based bearer level charging): This TS was provided for information and was noted.
· TS 23.246 v2.0.0 (MBMS): It was agreed that the security section shall be replaced with a reference to the SA WG3 MBMS specification (TS 33.246). TSG GERAN had also reviewed the document and some issues had been identified, including the feasibility of supporting a point-to-point connection with a split of flows at the BSC. A joint meeting was thought necessary to resolve these issues. The TS was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6).
· TS 23.234v2.0.0 (WLAN): The TS was not approved but TSG SA confirmed full support for the work up to and including scenario 2 in the draft TS. It was recognised that there was some investigation needed for the tunnelling solution for scenario 3. The current End-to-End Tunnelling Solution was agreed as a Working Assumption, and SA WG2 were asked to re-examine the tunnelling and to verify that the end to end tunnel solution supports the following items:
-
PS Charging capabilities (e.g. flow based charging, GPRS charging mechanisms)
-
PS based services as identified in TR 22.934 (e.g. SMS, MMS and IMS)
-
Regulatory requirements e.g. Lawful Interception
-
Future extensibility into Scenarios 4 and 5
SA WG2 were tasked to provide a report on these issues for the next meeting where the updated TS could be re-presented to TSG SA for approval. SA WG2 were also asked to consider providing a LS to GSMA asking for their input on this Tunnelling solution. Other 3GPP WGs, e.g. CN WGs, should proceed with their work based on the existing TS for scenarios 1 and 2.

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):
· In general it was noted that the quality of the SA2 CR’s had improved since the last meeting.
· 23.002 CRs: was approved (but CR#134 was revised before presentation at SA to become a correct mirror of CR#133).
· 23.060 CR#444, 459, 460 and 461: SA WG2 was asked to further discuss these CRs taking the pending comments from TSG RAN into account.
· 23.228 CR#336r1 and CR#377r2: These CRs was revised to 336r2 and337r3 and approved at SA plenary (SP-030538).
· 23.141 CR#057: This CR was revised to 057r1 (SP-030541) and approved at SA plenary.

· Work Item Descriptions:
· WID for Impacts of Speech Enabled Services on IMS, PS and CS domains: The WID was approved with a minor revision (addition of an “X” showing that the WID is a building block of the SES feature).
· WID for 3GPP Enablers for Push to Talk over Cellular (PoC): The WID was revised to include an SA1 work task to review the OMA PoC Service Enabler requirements and if necessary add or modify the service requirements on the 3GPP system to support PoC. The revised WID was approved in SP-030540.
· WID on Interworking aspects and migration scenarios for IPv4 based IMS Implementations: The WID was approved (with 2 objections).
