1. Overall Description:

In TS 23.228 clause 5.3.2.2 “Network Initiated Application (SIP) De-registration, Administrative”, it is described that  when the S-CSCF receives the deregistration information from the HSS or from the service platform, the S-CSCF will issue a deregistration to the P-CSCF, and the reason for the deregistration will be included if available. Upon receipt of the deregistration information, the P-CSCF will also inform the UE with the reason if available. According to TS 24.229 the SIP NOTIFY message is used to carry the deregistration information from the S-CSCF to the P-CSCF, and from the P-CSCF to the UE
SA2’s current understanding is that the deregistration reason information is not carried via the SIP NOTIFY message from the S-CSCF to the P-CSCF to the UE in Release 5.
Because the reason for deregistration information is valuable for the network operation, SA2 would like to know whether the SIP NOTIFY message and the registration event package will carry the reason for deregistration from the S-CSCF to the P-CSCF, and from the P-CSCF to the UE in Release 6 or not.
