	Reason for change:
(

	The relationship of the Liberty Alliance Project Identity Web Services Framework (ID-WSF) and GUP Rg reference point is unclearly stated in TS 23.240. It is difficult to fully understand what the interworking requirement with references to Liberty ID-WSF specifications would mean in practise. Hence CN4 WG has had difficulties to decide if Liberty ID-WSF should be utilised and the work has been slowed down because of this issue. Also SA3 WG would benefit from clear guidance here when defining the security solutions for GUP.

The Liberty ID-WSF defined identity service interface and GUP Rg reference point are very close to each other because both enable the access of third parties to user profile information, and apply SOAP protocol. Also OMA is referencing Liberty specifications in their Web Services release 1. We see no reason to develop a completely 3GPP specific profile handling interface with web services paradigm. Hence there is a need to keep GUP Rg and ID-WSF fully aligned, although it is realised that the scope of the GUP procedures is larger than the one in Liberty ID-WSF. Final versions of the main specifications of the Liberty ID-WSF have been published.

Additionally the name of the Liberty ID-WSF overview document has been changed and it needs to be reflected in the present specification.

	
	

	Summary of change:

	It is stated that the reference point Rg shall be specified in compliance with the Liberty Identity Web Services Framework.

The Liberty ID-WSF Overview document name and a minor spelling error in the Liberty DST specification name have been rectified.

	
	

	Consequences if

not approved:
	The relationship between Liberty ID-WSF specifications and GUP remains unclear and the work might not proceed well enough in CN4 (and SA3) to meet the Rel6 timetable targets. It may also happen that GUP Rg reference point definitions diverge from those of Liberty ID-WSF which would probably lower the market value of GUP Rg considerably because of extra efforts related to the implementation of overlapping specifications.

Reference Points

Reference Points in the GUP Reference Architecture:

1. Reference point Rg
This reference point shall allow applications to create, read, modify and delete any user profile data using the harmonized access interface. The GUP Server locates the data repositories responsible of the storage of the requested profile component(s) and in case of proxy mode carries out the requested operation on the data. The reference point Rg shall be specified in compliance with the Liberty Identity Web Services Framework (ID-WSF), i.e. Liberty ID-WSF SOAP Binding Specification [3] and Liberty ID-WSF Data Services Template [4].
In the redirect mode, the GUP Server returns the locations of the GUP Data Repositories and the application can then send the requested operations via reference point Rp directly to the corresponding GUP Data Repositories.

The reference point Rg carries user related data, and therefore shall be protected by security mechanisms.

2. Reference point Rp
This reference point shall allow the GUP Server or applications, excluding third party applications, to create, read, modify and delete user profile data using the harmonized access interface. Third party applications and third party GUP data repositories shall be connected to the GUP Server only using the Rg reference point.

The reference point Rp carries user related data, and therefore shall be protected by security mechanisms.
