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0     Introduction

About 20 people attended this session on Wednesday afternoon. Owing to the social event, the meeting finished at about 1730 and therefore several documents were not handled.

1     Review of draft agenda

The draft agenda in S2-041325 was accepted.

2 TR skeleton



The Skeleton of TR 23.801 in S2-041313 was briefly presented and noted. It is the same as was agreed at the end of the last SA 2 meeting. 

3     Background tdocs

S2-041314 contains background documents (ie the WID, the agreed SA1 CR and the draft SA plenary report.) It was noted.

4      Introductory text


S2-041309 and S2-041322 contain proposals for text on early sections in the TR.  Unfortunately, no delegate was present, to present these tdocs hence, they were postponed.

5    “requirements”


S2-041311 and S2-041321 contain proposals for text on the “requirements” section in the TR.  Unfortunately, no delegate was present, to present these tdocs hence, they were postponed.
6     Redial with release


S2-041319 (Siemens) was presented. The use of an ISUP PRI message is shown as a means for carrying the release cause between the MSCs. The use of PRI avoids problems with the transit networks mapping all release causes to a few, relatively meaningless values. However, current MSCs probably do not implement PRI.

S2-041324 (Ericsson) was presented quickly. It was questioned whether/how the mobile knows that it is in “video coverage”. It was answered that some current mobiles probably indicate ‘video’ if they are camped on a 3G cell. It is FFS whether it is useful to develop/recommend a more sophisticated mechanism eg one base on received 3G signal strength.

The aspects of S2-041315 (Vodafone) and S2-041312 (Alcatel) relating to “redial with release” were presented.  It was agreed that we should ask RAN 2 to help answer some of the open issues relating to timeouts and release mechanisms (eg section 8.1.4.5 of 25.331 on UE behaviour in case of Radio Link Failure may have changed significantly between R’99 and R’5).

Another issue relates to 3G to 2G relocation for a video call. Is the RNC service agnostic, or, does the RNC assume that the BSC’s target cell cannot support video and hence ask the mobile to only report on 3G neighbour cells? If the RNC is service agnostic, then is it the role of the MSC(s) or the target BSC to reject the handover? If it is the job of the BSC, what channel type does the MSC put into the Handover request message? Does the R99 RNC request the CN to release the RAB after having tried handovers to 3G and 2G cells, or does it wait for RL Failure?

It was agreed that someone (Karl) should merge the text from these 4 documents to provide a document (S2-041327) for email discussion with the aim of having an agreeable input document for the next meeting.

7     Redial without release


S2-041317 (Siemens) was presented. It describes a potential solution whereby the 24.008 procedures could be modified to avoid the MSC releasing the radio connection.  The procedures also make the assumption that the RNC sends a RAB release rather than an Iu release. It was stated that section 8.1.4.5 of R’5 25.331 showed that this might be a problem because a radio link failure on a DCH causes the R’5 mobile to drop to RRC idle (and, presumably, locally release the call). It was noted that this behavior might cause problems for SCUDIF as well.

The remaining part of S2-041315 (Vodafone) was presented and discussed.

It was agreed that someone (Frank) should merge the text from these 2 documents to provide a document (S2-041328) for email discussion with the aim of having an agreeable input document for the next meeting.

8    SCUDIF

Nokia presented S2-041308. It describes the use of SCUDIF with ‘ordinary’ (eg  non-BICC) ISUP. Further clarification of the concept is needed, and this may result in a new “mechanism” section being added to the TR. Nokia expressed the view that, if SCUDIF is being enhanced, then part of the enhancements should include its extension for use with ordinary ISUP networks. This document was Noted.

S2-041310 (Nortel) was presented but lack of time prevented the presentation of S2-041320 (Siemens) and S2-041323 (Ericsson). It was agreed that someone (Claire) should merge the text from these 3 documents to provide a document (S2-041326) for email discussion with the aim of having an agreeable input document for the next meeting.

9    Dual call




The documents (S2-041316, S2-041318 and parts of S2-041312) were not discussed due to lack of time.

It was agreed that someone (Chris) should merge the text from these 3 documents to provide a document (S2-041329) for email discussion with the aim of having an agreeable input document for the next meeting.

10    Next steps

The aim is to discuss the consolidated drafts for each section via email before the next meeting. To do this drafts should be available to SA 2/sent on the SA 2 list by Wednesday 28 April. This gives two weeks to review/comment/re-edit before the tdoc deadline for SA2 #40. Given that the Siemens tdocs use a common format, it was suggested that these should be used as an initial template.

The convenor is to draft an LS to RAN 2 and RAN 3 raising the questions on the release procedure etc (see S2-041330). 

The amount of time needed in the next meeting was discussed. The convenor proposed that two half day sessions on different days would seem to be needed.
