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3GPP SA2 would like to thank CN4 for their Liaison Statement related to GUP. 

In your Liaison Statement two approaches are described for the procedures of managing Metadata GUP.

Approach 1:

Existing GUP procedures and dedicated metadata GUP Components together fulfil the need to manage the metadata information. In this approach GUP interface remains unchanged when new metadata type needs to be introduced. For new metadata type the new GUP Component needs to be specified. This is done in a same fashion as for any other GUP Component. This approach is in line with the stage 2 document which and reuses the current set of operations.

Approach 2:

Alternative idea is to extend the basic set of GUP procedures with additional dedicated procedures for metadata management. For each type of metadata a new set of dedicated procedures (addXXX, listXXX and deleteXXX) needs to be specified. Whenever there is a need to change any existing or to add a new metadata type, stage 2 document may need to be updated.

SA2 would like to make the following recommendations:

· No stage 2 impacts are foreseen if:

· The new metadata type definitions can be specified in the same manner as other GUP Components

· No additional management functionality is needed to manage Metadata GUP Components beyond the current specified functionality within TS 23.240.

· If these two criteria are not met then potential stage 2 impacts are foreseen and it needs to be re-evaluated if SA2 and CN4 shall specify these modifications.

· The evaluation of these two criteria is seen as an issue that requires stage 3 expertise and therefore SA2 would like to follow the guidance from CN 4 on this matter.

SA2 kindly asks CN4 to keep SA2 updated on their handling on the issue of managing of GUP Metadata.
