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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CN3 for their Liason Statement on the evolution of the Gi interface for AAA purposes, and would like to kindly offer the following guidance on the questions raised by CN3.

TS 23.125 define means for providing online and offline charging with IP flow granularity for GPRS based on new functionality in the GGSN. If Flow Based Charging functionality is deployed in an operator’s GPRS network, end-user charging functionalities in the SGSN are not expected to be used, in case the SGSN and the GGSN are in the same network. In this case, end-user charging is expected to be taken care of by the GGSN and possibly by additional RADIUS accounting. To enable RADIUS accounting in this case, SA2 have identified requirements to add the following parameters to RADIUS accounting on the Gi interface, as defined in TS 23.125:

· IMEISV;

· CGI/SAI;

· ICID
· SGSN type;

· MS Time Zone. 

· CAMEL information. 

From the list of parameters CN3 have asked about, SA2 have not discussed requirements for adding the following parameters to Gi: 

· SBLP filters; 

· TFT filters; 

· Negotiated DSCP

Regarding overall responsibilities of Gi interface specification, SA2’s understanding is that CN3 continue to assume the primary responsibilities for detailed stage-2 and stage-3 work. In case SA2 identifies further requirements for specific additions to Gi as a result of its overall architecture work, SA2 will kindly notify CN3 of these requirements in due course.

Otherwise, CN3 is assumed to develop Gi stage-2 and stage-3 for Rel6, including consideration of RADIUS parameters where no requirements have been identified by SA2.

In Rel7, SA2 is discussing a proposed work item for starting overall architectural investigation on harmonization possibilities of GGSN’s interfaces. Hence, future guidance on the functions of Gi can be expected within the Rel7 timeframe.
