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Introduction

Subclause 5.4.3 of TR 23.979 on "PoC and SBLP/Go functions" is currently marked as "work in progress". In the meantime, there has been significant progress:

· in OMA the work on PoC has progressed and does not assume the use of preconditions in the first release;
· input contributions S2-042751 and S2-042734 provide an analysis how services like PoC, which do not require preconditions, can still make optional use of SBLP. 
This contribution proposes to update subclause 5.4.3 of TR 23.979 based on the flows in S2-042734. 
Proposal

It is proposed to modify TR 23.979 as follows (changes based on version 1.0.0):
5.4.3
PoC and SBLP/Go functions


The signaling procedures being studied within OMA for PoC communication are optimized for session establishment time. Therefore they do not assume that SIP preconditions are used for PoC. However, if SBLP and the Go interface are deployed, they can be used as illustrated in the flows in subclause 5.3 as a use-case of the flows in subclause 5.7a of TS 23.228 [4].
