AAA Protocol Requirements



If interworking with a legacy AAA protocol is needed, then in the non‑roaming case it shall be performed at the entry and exit point of the 3GPP network. For roaming, such interworking shall be performed either in the visited network or in the home network (dependent upon inter‑operator roaming agreements).
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
