1. Overall Description:

TSG SA WG 2 would like to thank TSG GERAN WG 1 for their prompt review of version 1.0.0 of TR 23.903 and their responses to SA 2’s questions.

SA 2 would like to provide the following comments/questions/answers to some of GERAN WG 1’s responses.

a) GERAN1 commented that 

“the capability to direct the MS to a desired RAT/cell after channel release – of which SA2 is already aware – would be useful in order to avoid unnecessary location area updates/routing area updates. GERAN1 would like to remind that this feature has been included only in Release 6 of the GERAN specifications; however, the feature can be considered as a candidate for early implementation.” 

SA 2 feel that an early implementation might be useful, but, SA 2 would be interested in GERAN WG 1’s opinion on how this feature could be implemented “early” when this functionality appears to be prohibited by earlier releases of TS 45.008. 

b) SA 2 note GERAN WG 1’s comments about location area updates caused by “long distance movement”. However, SA 2 are primarily looking for non-perfect solutions which work for, say, >90 % of the time. SA 2 are mostly worried by “short distance movement” based location area changes caused by the systematic overlaying of 2G and 3G cells in different LAs. 

c) SA 2 note GERAN 1’s question about “voice and H324 M being combined in one teleservice”. SA 2 believe that this appears to be very similar to the existing SCUDIF service, and, that SA 1 are the responsible body for determining whether CS Video is a Teleservice or a Bearer Service.
