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High-level principles

· 3GPP and non 3GPP access systems shall be supported.

· Shall provide scalable system architecture and solutions without compromising the system capacity, e.g. by separating the control plane and the transport plane.
· The use of a specific access technology and protocols should not be restricted by the use of core network technology and protocols.

· Interworking with release 6 3GPP systems (i.e. 3GPP-PS core, 3GPP-IP access and IMS) shall be supported

· Existing and new business models shall be supported

· The architecture design should not prevent different parts of the system (e.g. the Access Network and the Service Core Network) being owned and/or operated by different operators, and the architecture should not assume the same operators also operate a REL-6 3GPP system.
