Introduction

The drafting group met for 5 sessions during the week - Tuesday (2 sessions), Wednesday (2 sessions) and Thursday (1 session). The time and effort put in by all delegates is very much appreciated. There were between 30 and 40 delegates attending. 

It was agreed to see if it was possible to reach a conclusion on the TR during this meeting and since there were 46 input documents received before the meeting the documents were prioritised in order to focus on those documents that appeared to help in this process.

Summary

Two incoming liaison statements were received. There were 44 input contributions submitted on the VCC work item prior to the meeting and an additional 7 created during the meeting. 26 were handled by the drafting group, 1 was withdrawn and 23 were postponed. (Companies are invited to resubmit the postponed documents to the next meeting if they wish.)

Once the high-priority contributions had been discussed it was proposed that companies indicate if there were other issues that they needed to hear about before being able to make a decision. A number of topics were suggested: -


Original Domain Control handoff in 3G environment


Impacts on UE’s (including legacy UE’s)


VoIMS over PS (single radio)


Regulatory issues (emergency calls, line ID, lawful intercept)


Handling of charging tarrifs, on-line charging


Latency aspects

Companies were invited to submit discussion documents addressing these issues and part of the Wednesday afternoon session was spent in presentation and discussion of these documents. The question was then asked which companies were prepared to take a decision on which solution should be standardised. A show of hands indicated that 10 companies were prepared to make a decision and 9 companies were still not prepared to make a decision at this point.

One of the key issues in some companies not being able to reach a decision was that there was a concern that the TR needed cleaning up in order to make clear exactly what the solutions are. For that reason a number of clean-up contributions were handled on Thursday morning.

The group ran out of time to discuss and identify what further information is needed in the TR in order to conclude the study and move on to standardisation and so it is proposed to take a short discussion on this in plenary. The items listed above may be considered as a starting point.
