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Discussion
3GPP-WLAN Interworking for Rel-6 has been designed to enable interworking of WLAN ANs towards a 3GPP Rel-6 system with least possible impact on ‘existing’ 3GPP entities, considering interworking with pre-release 6 3GPP entities as well.
For 3GPP-WLAN Interworking Rel-7 SA1 added the requirement for service continuity between I-WLAN and 3GPP systems which allows ongoing 3GPP PS based services to survive a change of the access network. It seems desirable that SA2 provides an architecture fulfilling this requirement following above design principle, i.e. evolving the Rel-6 3GPP-WLAN Interworking architecture so that service continuity can be provided with least impact on ‘existing’ 3GPP entities.
Service continuity functionality for 3GPP-WLAN Interworking was considered to be covered by the SA2 WI for System Architecture Evolution (SAE) at the time of approval. Looking at the ongoing work of SAE it becomes evident, that SAE has a different focus and much broader scope, and will make considerable changes to Rel-6 3GPP entities. It does not seem feasible that based on the work of SAE, stage 2 and stage 3 Rel-7 specifications for service continuity between I-WLAN and 3GPP systems can be produced, fulfilling the Rel-7 requirements.
Conclusion

A new SA2 WI for Service continuity for 3GPP-WLAN Interworking should be initiated, with the following objectives:
· to study the necessary enhancements to the WLAN Interworking architecture to support service continuity between I-WLAN and 3GPP systems, which allows ongoing 3GPP PS based services to survive a change of the access network
· to specify an architecture for WLAN Interworking which supports service continuity between I-WLAN and 3GPP systems
