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1. Overall Description:

As part of the SA2 feasibility study on Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities documented in TR 23.805, SA2 #48 reached the agreement to recommend the OMA Device Management based solution described in section 4.2.1 in the TR.

Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities is a feature to be used as a drastic action to selectively disable services on misbehaving UEs. A misbehaving UE is a UE which contains application(s) which is(are) misbehaving due to e.g. wrong implementation or virus infection. Typically, the misbehaving UEs cause downgrades to the network capacity and additional charges through abnormal repetitions of, e.g., transmission of service indications to the network. 

This feasibility study recommends that the OMA DM solution described in section 4.2.1 will be specified in 3GPP using standard OMA DM version 1.2 functions. To complete the specifications of this feature an OMA DM Management Object needs to be specified as a stage 3 specification under CT1 control. Such Management Object shall also include text information to be displayed for the end user to inform about the disabling in effect as well as contact information to customer care. 

This liaison also asks for SA3 review of the security related aspects of the selected solution.
