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1.  Discussion

In last SA2 meeting (SA2#47) Ericsson provided a discussion paper (S2-051547) highlighting an MBMS issue that exists for dual-mode (2G/3G) terminals in combined GERAN/UTRAN networks, when an operator wants to provide an MBMS service in one of the access networks only, e.g. GERAN. 

The paper was discussed. There were no overall agreement but operators with both GERAN and UTRAN were asked to review this and see if they thought this is a problem.

This discussion paper tries to settle the discussion and come to a conclusion whether MBMS services on GERAN-only or UTRAN-only are real scenarios for operators or not. 

We see basically three possible ways forward:

1. Allowing for GERAN-only and WCDMA-only MBMS services in combined networks, and hence solving the described issue. This would require some type of paging coordination, i.e. triggering RAT changes by MBMS, and evolving the possible camping strategies. 

2. Decide to not support GERAN-only or UTRAN-only MBMS services, and introduce clarifications on that into 23.246. A proposal for such a clarification is given below.   

3. Leave it as it is, but introduce a clarification in 23.246 so that operators and vendors are aware of the issue. 


If there is no other feedback from operator side we propose to go in the direction of the third alternative.  

2. Proposal

It is proposed to implement clarifications in TS 23.246 according to CR no 0167 in S2-052599. 
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
