1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA2 for their liaison statement on "support of RFC 3312 in IMS". CT1 worked on a solution for shortening IMS session setup, that also covers the requirements stated by TISPAN WG2 as well as by SA2. The related Rel-6 and its Rel-7 mirror CR are attached to this liaison statement.

The following issues are covered now by the changed text in 24.229:

· a UE should support the precondition mechanism;

· a UE must support and use the precondition mechanism if it requires resource reservation;

· a UE may not make use of the precondition mechanism due to e.g. application requirements (e.g. PoC, Messaging) or access network capabilities (e.g. legacy implementations);

· the originating UE does not require anymore the usage of preconditions, it just indicates the support of preconditions;

· if resource reservation is required at the originating side (e.g. SBLP in GPRS), the first SDP offer includes preconditions (not met) as well as the indication, that the media is set to inactive;

· due to this, if the terminating UE does not support the precondition mechanism it will not reject the initial INVITE, as it can immediately react on the a=inactive line and can disregard the set preconditions;

· if resources are available at the originating side (e.g. TISPAN), the first SDP offer may include the preconditions (set to met); 

· resource reservation on both sides should start as soon as possible;

· the confirmation of successful resource reservation at the originating UE can be sent in PRACK, i.e. in certain cases the UPDATE exchange is not needed anymore;

· the PRACK / 200 OK exchange after the 180 (Ringing) is dropped.
