4.3.2 Location handling for PS domain

The UE shall include the location information such as cell identity in the SIP INVITE request, when it initiates an emergency session using GPRS bearer.
If the provided location information from the UE is not accurate enough to route the emergency call to the correct PSAP/EC, then the IMS core shall be possible to retrieve the location from the LRF. The GPRS specific location retrieval procedure for emergency call routing is described in 7.8.1.2. Alternative procedure is described in 7.8.x.2 based on OMA SUPL. The IMS core forwards the SIP request containing the UE's location information to the PSAP/EC.

If the PSAP/EC needs to update the location information of the UE, the PSAP/EC shall be possible to retrieve the location from the LRF. The location update procedure for GPRS is illustrated in 7.8.1.3 and the procedure based on OMA SUPL is depicted in 7.8.x.3.
