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1. Introduction
During SA2 #50 meeting, when discussing the CS supplementary services requirement, it was agreed that this requirement should be considered and generalized. And the process and user’s experience should be compatible to the description mentioned in 23.279.
This contribution proposes to add one section to record the feasible study result of the CS supplementary service process. 
2. Discussion 

In the latest version of 23.279, how to process the CS supplementary services are mentioned in section 9. This gives guide to perform further actions when CS supplementary services are triggered during CSI service.
Coming to the CSI interworking work item, as it is mentioned in the architectural requirement:”The impact on UE behaviour relating to the origination and termination of CS calls shall be minimized”, so it is better for  CSI UE not to take additional process to deal with the CS supplementary service. 
Taking call forwarding as an example, the 23.279 suggests to process call forwarding service as following: “When a call is subject to CS call forwarding, the calling party is notified that the call has been forwarded. When the user would like to establish an IMS session that is to be automatically combined with this call then the user initiates the IMS session to the forwarded-to user.”  If the calling party is also a CSI UE, the calling party can be notified through CS signalling. But in CSI interworking scenario , the problem is that the calling UE can't support CSI, so it can't be notified the result of CS call forwarding, and the subsequent IMS session can't be initiated to the forwarded-to user. 
So we propose to do the further study on the processing of CS supplementary services in this work item, and propose adding a new section in the TR document to record the study result.
