We have concluded that “special emergency public user identifier” is used as the mechanism to indicate emergency in IMS registration request. The use of “emergency indication” for IMS emergency registration request will be removed from 3GPP TS 23.167 “IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) emergency sessions”.
