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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks TISPAN WG2 for their LS on Location Services Architecture in S2-060916/08TD388.
Regarding the feasibility of integrating TISPAN Access Networks in the TS 23.271 framework SA2 would like to highlight that TS 23.271 describes currently the LCS architecture for 2G and 3G networks only. Within this architecture the interface between GMLC and MSC/SGSN is based on MAP. SA2 works in Rel-7 on TR 23.837 that intends to develop an architecture to provide LCS over Interworking WLAN. This architecture is in principle applicable to other IP-CANs as well. The architecture differs in some points significantly from the architecture in TS 23.271. The current assumption in TR 23.837 is that the GMLC initiates positioning procedures on the user plane (e.g. based on OMA SUPL) towards the UE to retrieve location information. The location information is then provided to the LCS client. Any feedback from TISPAN WG2 on the content of TR 23.837 is welcome.
