Introduction
Section 9.1 “Introduction of the Telephony Application Server (TAS)” of TR 23.818 describes the need of introducing the TAS terminology into the stage 2 specifications.  In order to have a complete set of specifications for stage 1, stage 2 and stage 3 at the completion of Release 7, there is a need to introduce the TAS into the normative stage 2 specifications.
This contributions discusses the alternatives for introducing the TAS into the normative specifications.

Discussion

TS 22.173 “IMS Multimedia Telephony Communication Enabler and supplementary services” describes the stage 1 requirements for multimedia telephony, and CT1 has been busy with describing the stage 3 flows (TS 24.173 has been reserved for this purpose).  Within SA2, the work-item for the “IMS enhancements and optimisations for real time communication” has been addressing some issues for the support of multimedia telephony and has identified the need of a functional entity called “Telephony application server”.

At this stage, as a new TS does not seem to be justified, a CR against TS 23.002 or TS 23.228 would seem reasonable.  Given that TS 23.002 does not contain any description of the particular SIP-ASs realised ontop of the IMS, while TS 23.228 does contain a limited description of some SIP-ASs, this contribution proposes that TS 23.228 is used to capture the normative specification.

Proposal
This contribution proposes that the normative specification of a Telephony Application Server (TAS) is introduced into TS 23.228.  In support of this, it is proposed that the following text is added to TR 23.818.

Introduction of the Telephony Application Server (TAS)
9.1.1
General

A number of the procedures involved in the provision of the multimedia telephony service require the support of a SIP-AS for telephony.  Such a SIP-AS is referred to as a Telephony Application Server (TAS). For some services, the telephony application server interacts with a MRFC for e.g. the sending of tones or announcements in different media formats.  Following the principles established with messaging and conferencing, the functional split between the MRFC and the TAS is out of scope of the present document. Procedures for the MRFC are described together with those for multimedia telephony.
9.1.2
Standards Impacts

The Telephony Application Server is a SIP-AS providing the network support for the multimedia telephony service.  The functional split between the TAS and the MRFC is out of scope of this specification.  Any procedures and flows requiring media interaction will show the TAS and the MRFC described together
