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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 thanks IEEE 802.11u for their LS on Continuing dialogue regarding IEEE 802.11u requirements (IEEE 802.11-06/0344r2 - S2-061247). In that LS IEEE 802.11u highlighted that the LSs from 3GPP SA2 and 3GPP SA3 contained contradicting statements.

The threats that 3GPP SA2 identified was that a user device can become a router between the networks that it attaches simultaneously. After further investigating this issue, 3GPP SA2 concluded that this threat already exists and no new threats are introduced by requirement R3A1.
