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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has considered several contributions proposing that SUPL 2.0 will provide location determination for IMS emergency calls. 
It is our understanding that SUPL 2.0, operating in the user plane, assumes an IP access to the UE in order to accomplish positioning for an emergency services call.  It may be that some changes to our specifications may be necessary so that the network will be in a position to grant this access to make allowances for what might normally not be available.  For example, a SIP-based transport mechanism for SUPL information could  be available, or it may work that an IP access is available on a restricted basis.  Either way, there should be a clear understanding of requirements in SA2 before we can consider that SUPL will be a reliable positioning method available for IMS emergency calls.
