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1. Description and Questions:

During the discussion of the VCC Adhoc/SA2#54 at Sophia Antipolis (Aug 23-25, 28-Sept 1), there was a decision taken that domain transfer for a VCC UE with multiple sessions (e.g., MPTY or CONF) shall not be performed (see attachment S2-063311). This is because the current technical solution defined in TS 23.206 does not support the domain transfer for multiple active sessions under a VCC UE. 

For VCC, handling of Call Hold and Call Waiting services, it is technically feasible to perform domain transfer of just one of the sessions.  For example, if the VCC UE has one active session while there are other sessions on HOLD or in call waiting, the VCC UE can first disconnect all but the active session and then perform domain transfer on this. There has been some discussion regarding whether to support such a procedure but SA2 has decided not to make any decision on this matter until the following clarifications are obtained from SA1.

Questions:

1a)
Should the VCC handling of CALL WAITING be treated the same way as MPTY? For example, if a VCC UE has one active session ongoing while there are other session(s) in CALL WAITING, the VCC UE shall not perform Domain Transfer.

1b)
Should the VCC handling of CALL HOLD be treated the same way as MPTY? For example, if a VCC UE has one active session ongoing while there are other session(s) on CALL HOLD, the VCC UE shall not perform Domain Transfer.

If the answer to the above question (1a or 1b) is NO (i.e. an attempt should be made to domain transfer one of the calls/sessions) then

2)  
Which call/session shall be selected for domain transfer?

2-a) only the active session – this means the call/session that the VCC UE is currently engaging conversation, or

2-b) controlled by operator policy – this means an operator policy that is stored in the UE would indicate whether domain transfer shall be performed or not.  

If the answer to the above question (2) is 2-b then

3) What are the requirements on the policy? The following are just an example of a policy for illustration only. SA1 shall decide what should be appropriate criteria within the policy, taking in account the privacy implication. 

Operator policies for a VCC UE engaged in Call Hold or Call Wait may include for example, performing the Domain Transfer of the active call/session only, or performing Domain transfer of the held call/session only, or continue the sessions/calls without Domain Transfer. Policies can have different settings on each Domain Transfer direction (i.e., IMS to CS, and CS to IMS).
