1. Introduction
SA2 has reviewed the analysis performed by SA3 and has the following comments:

1. Fast re-authentication (P-3 & P-2)

It is noted that inter-MME handovers in LTE are deemed as very infrequent events, since the MME(/UPE) is considered to serve as an intra-LTE anchor. This can affect the frequency of re-authentication required when the UE moves to a new MME.
It is also noted that, from an architectural point of view, the work load on HSS/AuC needs to be minimized as much as possible.
2. Access Network Independency (H-5)

From an architectural point of view, the authentication framework is required to be independent from any access-specific aspects and it is also desirable to be extensible and future proof as much as possible.
3. Verification of authentication in Home or Visited Network (H-2)

SA2 notes that LTE authentication needs to be conducted with the less possible latency and the fewer interactions between the home and the visited networks.
4. Pseudonym Management (P-1)
SA2 has no specific comments on the pseudonym management; it could be either controlled by the serving network or by home network.
