1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN2 WG thanks 3GPP RAN3 WG and 3GPP CT1 WG for their liaison statements (R2-070845/R3-062003 and R2-071002/C1-070402) on NAS signalling for E-UTRAN.

3GPP RAN2 WG discussed the topic briefly.  3GPP RAN2 WG would like to understand from CT1 the requirements for the transmission of NAS messages by the lower layers before proceeding with detailed solutions.  For example, can NAS signalling  be made tolerant to message loss?

RAN2 would also like to understand the reasons behind the RAN3 conclusion of not forwarding the NAS messages.

It was mentioned in RAN2 that there is potentially a similar problem with S1 control messages such as bearer establishment possibly concatenated with Direct Transfer NAS messages received by eNB during inter-eNB HO procedure.  If special handling (e.g., reject or non-delivery indication) is required for these messages, RAN2 was wondering whether they can be extended to also cover Direct Transfer messages over S1. 

It was also mentioned in RAN2 that since eNB forwards user data perhaps forwarding Direct Transfer NAS messages may not introduce too much additional complexity.

1) What were the reasons for RAN3’s conclusion not to forward NAS messages during HO.

2) Whether  RAN3 has considered other solutions, such as mechanisms over S1.

3GPP WG RAN2 kindly asks 3GPP WG CT1 the following questions:

1) What are the requirements for transport of NAS messages in RAN?  Can NAS protocol for LTE tolerate message loss?  
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
