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1. Introduction
This contribution introduces the UE initiated Default Bearer Establishment procedure.
2. Discussion
In TS 23.401 a default bearer establishment is combined with the initial Attach procedure. 
While combining LTE Attach and Default bearer establishment is useful in most use cases, there is however several reasons why - in certain cases - default bearer establishment should be executed as a standalone procedure:

· Emergency service connections 

· Local breakouts

· Dynamic APN selection by UE/user (whereas the APN needs to be integrity protected)

· Tearing one PDN connection down and establishing a new PDN connection

· Multiple PDN support

3. Proposal
It is proposed that support for UE initiated Default Bearer establishment is added to TS 23.401. 
A proposed signalling flow is included in Annex A of this contribution.

UE Initiated Default SAE Bearer Activation

The UE Initiated default SAE bearer activation procedure for a GTP based S5/S8 is depicted in figure 5.4.x-1. In this procedure, the UE is assumed to be in active mode.

1. The UE requests a connection to a PDN with a  NAS Create Bearer Request [APN, PCO,...] 

2. The MME authorizes the request and, if authorization is successful, requests a bearer from the serving GW with a Create Bearer Request [APN, PCO,..].
3. The Serving GW requests the bearer from the PDN GW with a Create Bearer Request [APN, PCO,..].
4. If PCC infrastructure is used, the PDN GW checks policies for the bearer with the PCRF.

5. Default bearer activation is executed as described in section 5.4.1
