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1. Introduction
This contribution introduces the UE Requested Default Bearer Establishment procedure.
In this call flow, the UE requests connectivity towards a PDN different from the one it is currently connected to.
2. Discussion
The following principles are adopted for this call flow

1. The call flow assumes the UE is in Active Mode

2. Due to the previous point, it is assumed that the a MME and a Serving Gateway have already been selected

3. It is assumed that S5 and S8 are GTP-based

4. Use cases for this call flow may include the following

a. Establishment of an emergency call

b. Local breakout

c. Requirement of connectivity towards an additional PDN beside the current one
NOTE: The support for different use case scenarios requiring multiple PDN connectivity is FFS within the context of this paper
3. Proposal
A proposed signalling flow, compliant with the principles of section 2, is included in Annex A of this contribution.

UE Requested Initial Bearer Establishment
The UE Requested Initial Bearer Establishment procedure for a GTP based S5/S8 is depicted in figure 5.4.x-1. This procedure is used for creating an initial bearer towards a new PDN with a new PDN GW.

In this procedure, the UE is assumed to be in active mode. 
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Figure 5.4.x-1 UE Requested Bearer Establishment towards a new PDN
1.
The UE sends a Create Bearer Request (Bearer QoS, TFT, APN, PCO) message to the MME. 

2.
The MME authorizes the request and, if authorization is successful, sends the Create Bearer Request (Bearer QoS, TFT, APN, PCO) message to the Serving GW. 

NOTE: The MME may modify the “Bearer QoS” indicated by the UE. 
3.
For GTP based S5/S8: The Serving GW sends the Create Bearer Request (Bearer QoS, TFT, APN, PCO) message to the PDN GW that was selected based on the APN.
Editor’s note: It’s FFS which entity (MME or Serving GW) will select the PDN GW.
4.
If PCC infrastructure is used, the PDN GW interacts with PCRF to trigger the appropriate PCC decision. If the PCC architecture is not present, the PDN GW may apply a local QoS policy.
5.
If the request is accepted, the Bearer Activation Procedure (according to subclause 5.4.1) is invoked.
