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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes the detach procedure for E-UTRAN Access.
1. Introduction 

The detach procedure allows an attached UE to make detach from the network when it does not want to access network services any longer. Although the attach procedure was added to the TS 23.401 at the SA2#56c Warsaw meeting, the detach procedure has not been discussed yet. 

In this contribution, we propose the detach procedure for E-UTRAN access.   

2. Proposal 

We propose the following modification to Section 5.3.x of TS 23.401. 

Start of Modification 
5.3.x
Detach procedure
The Detach procedure allows a UE to inform the network that it wants to make detach, and it allows the network to inform a UE that it has been detached by the network. 
5.3.x.1
UE-initiated Detach procedure
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Figure 5.3.x-1: Detach Procedure, UE-initiated
1)
The UE initiates the detach procedure by the transmission a Detach Request (S‑TMSI, Switch Off) message to the eNodeB. 
2)
The eNodeB forwards the Detach Request message with an indication of the Cell Global Identity of the cell from where it received the message to the MME.
3)
The MME deletes all bearer contexts including the default bearer context by sending Delete Bearer Request messages to the GWs involved. The GWs acknowledge with Delete Bearer Response messages. 

4)
The MME sends a Detach Indication message to the HSS.

5)
If Switch Off indicates that detach is not due to a switch off situation, the MME sends a Detach Accept message to the eNodeB.

6)
If eNodeB receives the Detach Accept message from the MME, it forwards the message to the UE.
