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Abstract: This document is the discussion on the current proposed solutions to set EMC expiration time according to local policy.
1. Introduction
According to Section 6.2.1 of 23.167, the P-CSCF is required to:

Handle registration requests with an emergency Public User Identifier like any other registration requests except that the registration expiration. P‑CSCF may set the proposed registration expiration time according to the local policy and change the expiration value in the REGISTER requests, and then forward the request to the IBCF or I‑CSCF in the user's home network.
The stage 3 of the requirement was discussed in CT1 Warsaw meeting and Beijing meeting. The liaison S2-072335(C1-071383) from CT1 presents the progress in CT1. 
2. Discussion
The first alternative (C1-071201) provides a mechanism for the S-CSCF to determine the registration duration based only on local policy and the value received in REGISTER message. The S-CSCF is required to be aware of visited network specific policies if those are part of roaming agreements.
In SA2#56 meeting, a likely approach has been discussed (S2-070260). As the home network is required to have the knowledge of regulation in different visited networks and maintain the relationship, it will bring difficulty in maintaining. So this approach was not proposed. Another approach, the P-CSCF set the registration expiration time in REGISTER is thought more feasible and is proposed by SA2.
Different countries all over the world usually have quite different local policies for emergency services. Even in the same country, the emergency policy may be different among the different areas.
As to the expiration time, it may be different according to the local government regulation, especially for the emergency services which need to maintain the registration status for a period, e.g. calling back, rescuing. The time may be different according to geography situation in the different area. For example, the time used in the big city may be longer than the one in a small city or countryside. In addition, the expiration time may be changed for some special reasons. The change in one area will affect the entire related network all over the world and leads to additional workload.

Given such conditions, the mechanism can not meet the requirement, and it is difficult for maintenance and operation.
The other alternatives including alternative 2 (C1-071216), alternative 3(C1-071217) and another 2 alternatives proposed during the meeting conform to the existing stage 2 requirements. All of them are easy to apply compare to alternative 1. But they would require additional work in IETF, a task unlikely to be aligned with 3GPP Release 7 schedule.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to keep the existing stage 2 requirements unchanged. It is expected that the future stage 3 CRs are alignment with stage 2 requirements.
