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Abstract of the contribution:

This contribution proposes some high level assumptions about QoS in non-3GPP access to be included in section 4.6 in TS 23.402.

Introduction
In TS 23.402, there is a section for QoS Concepts in non-3GPP Access Systems. The principles of QoS support for non-3GPP access systems by the 3GPP SAE is kept as an FFS. In this contribution some high level assumptions are proposed to be included in this section

Aspects of QoS Concepts for non-3GPP accesses


This section explains additions to QoS concepts in TS 23.401 that are relevant to non-3GPP accesses. In principle, the following assumptions are to be made for QoS support in non-3GPP Access:

a. Pre-Provisioned (Static) QoS Support: 

The non-3GPP Access Systems may support pre-provisioned QoS rules for individual user sessions. Normally these pre-provisioned QoS rules are part of subscriber profile in the HAAA server. These rules are sent to the non-3GPP Access Systems by the HAAA server at the time of Access Authentication. The 3GPP HAAA server shall support provisioning of non-3GPP QoS rules to be stored and forwarded to non-3GPP Access Systems for pre-provisioned services as required by these access systems. Note that these rules may contain non-3GPP Access Specific QoS Parameters.
b. QoS Support for pre-provisioned flows/applications: 

In some non-3GPP Access Systems, specific application flows may be pre-provisioned in the subscriber profile of each user. Normally there are QoS parameters associated with these pre-provisioned application flows. These parameters are provisioned in the subscriber’s AAA profile. In order to support such non-3GPP Access Systems, the 3GPP HAAA server shall support provisioning of the pre-provisioned flows/application information (e.g. packet filters) and the associated non-3GPP QoS rules to be stored and forwarded to non-3GPP Access Systems.
c. Dynamic QoS Support: 

The non-3GPP Access Systems may support per application based dynamic QoS rules for individual user sessions. Normally these dynamic QoS rules are controlled via the PCC framework. The PCC framework that is defined in 3GPP shall be used to provide dynamic QoS support for non-3GPP Access Systems. The AF and the PCRF in the 3GPP Access System shall be agnostic to non-3GPP access specific QoS parameters. The applications / flows shall be identified using standard packet filters. The QoS parameters that are defined in a generic way in <add 3GPP Ref> shall be used to authorize QoS for the dynamically established application flows in the non-3GPP system. The translation between generic authorized QoS parameters (such as bit rate) to non-3GPP Access System specific QoS parameters shall be done in the non-3GPP Access System.
