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SA2 would like to thank the MultiService Forum for their LS MSF2007.081.00 on Optimal Media Routing in Roaming Scenarios. 
Three questions were posed within the liaison namely:
1. Have the issues that this IA attempts to resolve already been addressed by 3GPP or are actively being addressed in the current work program? 

2. If the issues are being or have been addressed, could 3GPP provide the MSF with details of any such solutions?
3. If the issues have not been addressed, the MSF asks 3GPP to consider the approach described in the accompanying Implementation Agreement as the basis for a solution to the issues described. The MSF are happy to collaborate on the onward development of any such solution?  

The IMS Sub-working group considered these questions and concluded the following:

1. 3GPP SA2 has NOT addressed these issues in their current work program.

2. See answer to question 1. above.

3. 3GPP SA2 is unable, at the moment, to address solutions for ‘Optimal Media Routing in Roaming Scenarios’ without the creation of a new work item that addresses this issue.  Such a work item needs to be sponsored by any four or more 3GPP member companies and approved by the SA2 and SA Plenaries. 
SA2 is willing to consider the topic of Optimal Media Routing in Roaming Scenarios, should a new work item be proposed and accepted.  Such a work item contribution can be presented by a 3GPP delegate representing the MSF at a future SA2 meeting.  The dates of future meetings are given below.
3GPP SA2 looks forward to working with the MSF on this topic.
