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The TS 23.228 defines procedures for IMS Communication Service Identifiers (ICSIs) that provide a framework for the identification of IMS communication services utilising the IMS enablers. The ICSI is used at the terminals to dispatch a SIP message to the correct application, and in the network to select the correct application server over ISC. 

In order to utilize ICSI procedures, it is required to define ICSIs for IMS services that need to be uniquely identified for the purposes above. (For e.g., If different ASes are needed for different MMTel services, such as VoIP, Messaging etc., two different ICSIs may be required to route the SIP invitation from an originating UE to the correct AS.)
However, the need for only two ICSI identifiers has been listed in TS 23.228 so far:

1) An ICSI for the MMTel service (this includes all services that fall under the MMTel definition, i.e., full duplex VoIP, Video Telephony, Messaging, Conferencing, Text, File Sharing)

2) An ICSI for Short Message service
