In SA2#58 two CRs (S2-072805 and S2-072806) were agreed to enable the S-CSCF to determine the correct served user in order to trigger originating iFC for the forwarding leg, in order to such as to avoid a subscriber to forward incoming calls/sessions to destinations of which may be prohibited.
In 3GPP TR 23.810, a quite related issue has been discussed and a very similar solution has been proposed. From a stage 2 perspective, the solution mentioned in the above two CRs seem to address the problem of retargeting R-URIs as well, and it is therefore proposed to conclude the issue in the TR.
