Radio Resource Management functions

Radio resource management functions are concerned with the allocation and maintenance of radio communication paths, and are performed by the radio access network. 
To support radio resource management in E-UTRAN the MME provides the parameter ‘RAT/Frequency Selection Priority’ (RFSP) to an eNB across S1. The RFSP is a ‘per UE’ parameter that is used in the E-UTRAN to configure UE specific cell reselection priorities. The RFSP may also be used for redirecting UEs to different frequency layers or RATs. The MME sets the RFSP value based on subscription information received from the HSS. In a roaming scenario the MME in the VPLMN may modify the RFSP received from the HPLMN based on the visited network policy with regard to the use of the RFSP.
Editor's Note:
It is FFS whether the MME should also provide information across S1 to support the E-UTRAN in setting possible DRX parameters and/or to control the mobility configuration of an UE, and if so whether the RFSP can also be used for that purpose.
