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	In the latest handover procedure from Trusted or Untrusted Non 3GPP IP access to E-UTRAN with PMIPV6 on S2a and GTP or PMIP on S5/S8, the MME can get the subscriber data of UE via location update and subscriber data retrieval procedure from HSS. The subscriber data shall include  the PDN GW address and APN information that UE uses. Then the MME sends the create default bearer request message to the Serving GW including MN-NAI and PDN GW address, and for the mupltiple PDN connectivity case  the steps in (A) and (B) are repeated for each PDN the UE is connected to.
Howerver, if the single PDN GW is used to establish the connectivities for Multiple PDN connectivity, then the PDN GW shall derive the PDN information for the EPS bearer requested by MME. When the PDN GW derives the PDN information for EPS bearer requested by MME for paticuliar PDN , the PDN GW allocates the same IP address that is assigned to  UE during PDN connectivity establishment procedure over non 3GPP access.
