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Abstract of the contribution:
This contribution clarifies APN in TS23.327.
Discussion

A mechanism was suggested to discover HA by resolving an FQDN corresponding to a PDN via DNS in I-WLAN mobility. A new APN i.e. HA-APN can be defined for HA discovery via DNS. The definition of HA-APN is quite similar to that of W-APN: The HA-APN is constructed by Network Identifier and Operator Identifier as in W-APN. And similar to W-APN, the Network Identifier part of the HA-APN can indicate a service the UE is requesting, but the first label of Operator Identifier distinguishes the domain name as an HA-APN, for example:

"ha-apn.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.pub.3gppnetwork.org"
For the same service, the Network Identifier part of the HA-APN can be same as that of the W-APN or the APN used in GPRS access network. However, how to correlate the different APNs for the same UE/same service is up to the operator’s policy. Totally unrelated APNs can be configured respectively for GPRS access, IWLAN access, and the overlay IWLAN mobility, even though that means more complication and configuration workload.
The definition of the HA-APN clarifies how the FQDN for HA discovery is constructed. And corresponding definition needs to be added into TS23.003.
The HA discovery mechanism by resolving an FQDN constructed from the HA-APN is similar to that for W-APN resolution defined in section 7.9 of TS23.234. During the establishment of IKEv2 between the UE and the HA, the HA-APN will be sent to the HA and authorized by the AAA server for the IWLAN mobility and the service the UE is requesting.
Proposal

It is proposed to modify the TS23.327 as follows:
