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1. Overall Description:
SA2 kindly thanks CT1 of the LS on Network Initiated PDP Context. In the LS the following session establishment scenario was considered:
· UE A wants to set up a multimedia session with UE B and therefore sends an INVITE request towards UE B

· As UE A has all required resources already available, UE A indicates the SDP preconditions as "met"

· The GPRS access network of UE B indicated to UE B, that media PDP contexts will be initiated by the network

· Upon receipt of the INVITE at the B side, the B-side network is not yet able to establish the related PDP context, as it does not know which of the media parameters (m-lines / codecs) will be selected by UE B.
SA2 agrees that this is a valid problem that needs to be solved. 

SA2 discussed about the solution proposed in CT1, in which a 183 response with SDP answer would be sent in this particular scenario. SA2 agrees, that a mechanism in which the SDP answer would earlier available in the network would solve the problem. However, the sending of the answer cannot be triggered based on which access is used and to which direction the media PDP context is established, because this would break the SIP protocol in an unacceptable way. 
Therefore SA2 kindly requests CT1 to look for a generic protocol solution, e.g. on SIP level, for the problem.
Additionally, SA2 has recognized, that in order to make Rel-7 PCC procedures work with short IMS session setup procedures, certain corrections are needed for stage 2. <Attach the CRs if agreed>
2. Actions:

To CT1 group:
ACTION: SA2 kindly asks CT1 to start looking for a generic protocol solution, e.g. on SIP level, to solve the problem.
To CT3 group: 

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks CT3 to take into account the stage 2 PCC changes that SA2 has recently made.
