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Abstract of the contribution: This document clarifies, that MMSC AS needs to be able to identify which media component is to be transferred, added, removed and kept unchanged.
Discussion

The scenarios described in TR 23.893 contain almost all kind of variations; the UE may transfer the whole session as such to the new access, but it may also move only one media component to the new access, and either release or keep the rest of the media components in the old access. The UE may also add new media components using a new access, while maintaining the old session as such over the old access. The user may also use multiple UEs and transfer the media components between them. The same operations may be performed either from source UE (transfer operations) or target UE (retrieval operations). Also all operations may be performed in conjunction with VCC, i.e. speech media component is transferred to and from CS network.
In order to be able to handle the media components properly, the MMSC AS needs to be able to identify which media component is to be transferred, added, removed and kept unchanged.
Proposal

The following changes are proposed to TR 23.893 section 6.4.1.

6.4.1
Session Transfer Information

The MMSC AS needs the following information to be able to perform multimedia session transfer. This information is included into the new session request or may be sent to MMSC AS via original session path for session continuity. This may include:

-
Session Transfer indicator to notify that this new session is for session transfer.

-
Information that identifies which session continuity scenario needs to be performed. 

-
Information that identifies which media component is to be transferred. 
-
Information that identifies which media component is to be retrieved. 

-
Information that identifies which media component is to be added.

-
Information that identifies which media component is to be removed.
-
Session transfer identifier
The needed information depends on the multimedia session continuity scenario in being used. For example, if one media component is to be transferred and the rest kept unchanged, there is no need to identify which media component is added and removed.
