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Abstract of the contribution: Update of the scope section of 3GPP TS 23.292 to recommend the simultaneous support of both non‑ICS UEs and ICS UEs.

Introduction

The scope of TS 23.292 should be clarified with regard to the support of ICS UEs and non-ICS UEs.

Discussion

In the opinion of some Operators, the most realistic deployment pattern for ICS solutions will be phased very likely in two steps, as follows: 

Step 1:

· trial of enhanced UEs, to develop and tune new IP services restricted to “friendly” users (non or low paying),

· in parallel with the deployment of an ICS network solution to support legacy devices;
Step 2:

· further deployment of enhanced UEs as a replacement of the legacy ones.

Conclusion
According to the above scenario of evolution of the IMS control, it is clear that the Operators need from the very beginning to be able to deploy a solution that supports both ICS UEs and non-ICS UEs at the same time. Once fully specified the general solution, scenarios where the Operator needs to provide the service to ICS UEs only or to non-ICS UEs only, being a sub-case of the solution where both ICS UEs and non-ICS UEs coexist, will need no further specification effort.
Therefore we recommend to specify only the solution that supports both ICS UEs and non-ICS UEs at the same time.

It is proposed include the following changes into 3GPP TS 23.292.

Scope

This document specifies the architectural requirements for delivery of consistent IMS services to the user regardless of the attached access type (e.g. CS domain access, or IP-CAN).

Consideration is given to how to access IMS-based multimedia telephony services while still allowing innovative services.

IMS control of Emergency calls that utilise TS12 are outside the scope of this specification in this release.

The scope of the specification includes:
-
Session establishment when using CS access for media transmission for the IMS multimedia telephony service 
-
Support of continuity of IMS services (see 3GPP TS 22.101 [x]) when transferring media from CS to PS access and vice versa
-
Access domain selection

-
IMS control of services where the media is transported via the CS network

-
Service data management

The solution is applicable for UEs with or without ICS functionality. 

The solution is applicable to the deployment scenario where the operator supports both UEs that have and do not have ICS functionality (to different subscribers and/or the same subscribers).

Deployment scenarios where:

-
an operator supports for his subscribers only UEs that have ICS functionality

-
an operator supports for his subscribers only UEs that do not have ICS functionality

are sub-cases of the general solution where the operator supports both UEs that have and do not have ICS functionality and, therefore, already covered.
