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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank SA3 for their LS and the description of the security functions related to the Service Request procedure. SA2 take into account SA3’s considerations about Question 1 in SA3’s LS. And, as requested, SA2 provide an answer for the raised Question 2:
Question 2:

SA3 asks SA2 whether the 4 bit “NAS service request purpose” mentioned in the LS of SA2 indicates to the MME whether a service request is sent in response to paging.

Answer: The actual encoding of that indication is a stage 3 matter. SA2 agreed that the UE initiates always a Service Request as a response to paging. This Service Request indicates either that it is a response to paging or a UE initiated request for data transfer. The network establishes in both cases the radio and S1 bearers of the user plane.
