Abstract of the contribution: Add new text regarding general charging consideration of service broker. When dynamic chaining activates or inhibits activation of service per session, charging considerations may be taken into account. 
1. Introduction

This contribution adds clarification text to section 4.4 Charging in order to highlight the fact that when dynamic chaining or application servers occurs it may impact the charging for the session. For example, if an operator bundles services A,B,C in different ways and apply different charging for the different ways these are bundled. For example: (service A, service B, service C) is charged as X and (service A, service B) bundled (i.e. without service C) is charged as Y. With dynamic chaining it may occur that service C is only invoked after service B if service B has a certain output, otherwise service C is not invoked. Charging rules need to take this into account.   
2. Proposal
The following revised text is proposed for inclusion in TR 23.810.

Editor’s note: This clause documents the set of charging requirements.

The solution must consider charging implications of the architecture and its potential to support the coordination of charging events from multiple applications deployed on multiple Application Servers. Both online and offline charging scenarios must be considered. 

When resolving application interactions, the SB functions may alter the sequence and or invocation/inhibition of certain applications. Depending on how services are bundled, Service Broker functions may have an impact on charging. 
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
