The UE sends a Binding Update (IPv6 HoA, IPv4 HoA, lifetime=0, IPv4 only indication) message to the HA with lifetime value set to zero, indicating de-registration for the IPv4 Home Address only. The indication for IPv4 only informs the UE that only the IPv4 address from BCE is to be deleted. 

2.
The PDN GW modifies the existing entry to delete the IPv4 home address implied in the Binding Update message from its Binding Cache and releases all associated resources, and then sends a Binding Ack (lifetime=0, IPv4 only indicator) message to the UE.
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
