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Introduction

This contribution proposes several requirements to support IP flow mobility solution using exchange of policies and capabilities of the network and UE via ANDSF.  
Proposal

ANDSF enhancements

In Rel-8 the ANDSF is used to provide the UE with two sets of information: 

· Access Network Discovery

· Inter System Mobility policies

Some enhancements are required for the inter system mobility policies so that the operator can control through which access technology IP flows will be routed. 

Editor's Note: It is FFS if IP Flow mobility requires enhancements to the access network discovery (e.g. access network capabilities). 

To enable IP flow level control IP flow class specific inter system mobility policies are introduced. One possible categorization of IP flows for inter system mobility purposes could be based on the QCI. For example one inter system mobility policy could be applicable for IP flows associated with QCI 1 & 2 (conversational speech or video), while another inter system mobility policy could be applicable to IP flows with other QCI values. 

In Rel-9 the following requirements are necessary to support MAPIM:

1. UE should be able to indicate its capability to support MAPIM feature.

2. ANDSF should provide indication(s) weather IP flow based mobility is supported by the serving PLMN.

3. ANDSF should provide policies as to the preferred Access system for a particular class of service (e.g., web browsing service is preferred over I-WLAN).

4. ANDSF should provide a list of priority of IP-flows for inter-system mobility.
