The following architecture may be used for access network discovery and selection. The support and the use of these functions and interfaces are optional.

The following architecture principles apply in the roaming case
-
For a UE that supports ANDSF, ANDSF is supported by the HPLMN but may not be supported by the VPLMN, as ANDSF is an optional function. 

· hANDSF, may provide hPLMN access network selection policies for access networks located within the HPLMN.

· hANDSF may provide access network selection policies for access networks located within the vPLMN, as per roaming agreements. Such policies may have been determined during the establishment of the roaming agreement or, the hANDSF may be able to dynamically retrieve those policies from the VPLMN by contacting the vANDSF.

· vANDSF, when available, may provide access network selection policies for access networks located within the VPLMN valid only when the UE is in the VPLMN. 

· vANDSF, when available, may provide HPLMN access network selection policies from the HPLMN (e.g. policies may have expired). Such policies may have been determined during the establishment of the roaming agreement or, the vANDSF may be able to dynamically retrieve those policies from the HPLMN by contacting the hANDSF.

· hANDSF may provide access network information about access networks available in the HPLMN 

· hANDSF may provide access network information about access networks in the VPLMN the UE is roaming. Such information may be preconfigured information in the hANDSF as per roaming agreement or the hANDSF may retrieve such information from the vANDSF.

· hANDSF may provide access network information about access networks available in a VPLMN other than the VPLMN the UE is roaming in. Such information may be preconfigured in the hANDSF as per roaming agreement or the hANDSF may retrieve such information from the VPLMN. 

· vANDSF, when available, may provide access network information about access networks available in the VPLMN the UE is roaming in.

· vANDSF, when available, may provide access network information about access networks available in a network other than the VPLMN the UE is roaming in. Such information may be preconfigured in the vANDSF as per roaming agreement or the vANDSF may retrieve such information from the hANDSF.
