This contribution proposes to agree on the mechanisms described below to enable an UE to receive from a network operator policies and related parameters for Inter-UE transfer, including a mechanism for the definition of preference rules between the operator policy and the user preferences and to introduce the text below to TR 23.838.

TR 23.838 includes the following architecture requirements for IUT:

It shall be possible for the UE to initiate an IUT request procedure based on IUT policies provided by the network.

The selection of the media components, to be transferred, may be based on:

Target UE(s) capabilities
-
User preferences and/or operator policies

However it is not defined yet which parameters should be conveyed from the network to UE for IUT operator policies. 

It is also not defined yet what is the precedence order between the IUT user preferences and the Local Operating Environment Information available at UE on one side and the operator policies for IUT, received from network by UE on the other side.
It is proposed to agree on the mechanisms described below to enable an UE to receive from a network operator policies and related parameters for Inter-UE transfer, including a mechanism for the definition of preference rules between the operator policy and the user preferences and to introduce the text below to TR 23.838 under the new section 4.7 “Operator Policy and User preferences for IUT”.

Proposed text

4.7
Operator Policy and User Preferences for IUT
Operator Policy for IUT is provisioned in the network by the operator, and should be communicated to the UE during initial provisioning or when the policy is updated by the operator.

Operator policy shall indicate:

-

-  a list of media types that are restricted for IUT
-  for each supported group of one or more media types:
-
whether splitting the media flows to several target UEs is permitted
-
a list of UEs (or of UE combinations if splitting is permitted) that are permitted as target of IUT, in order of priority


-

-
for each UE that is permitted as target of IUT, whether to keep or release service control while performing IUT
-
whether the UE with IUT capabilities "shall"/"should"/"may" start IUT procedure, transferring media streams to target UEs and/or changing media split on the target UEs with higher priorities than the UEs participating in the ongoing session, subject to target UEs status and capabilities:
-
by indicating "shall" the operator mandates the UE to start IUT procedure according to the home operator's list of preferred target UEs and/or rules for splitting the session and/or rules for preferred media split on the target UEs as soon as possible;

-
by indicating "should" the operator recommends the UE to start IUT procedure according to the home operator's list of preferred target UEs and/or rules for splitting the session and/or rules for preferred media split on the target UEs, if IUT procedure is possible and desirable after having taken into account the Local Operating Environment Information;

-
by indicating "may" the operator leaves the UE free to decide whether or not to start IUT procedure in accordance with user preferences (when configured), if IUT procedure is possible and desirable after having taken into account the Local Operating Environment Information. Whenever user preferences are not configured, the UE shall take into account the home operator's policies for IUT;
User preferences may indicate for example:

· User’s prioritization for transfer target UEs (includes the selection of more than one transfer target UE, i.e. to split the session if certain conditions are met) 

· User’s prioritization for media on those UEs (not all media should be transferred to all UEs, even if possible)

· User’s preference for the media setting (media features) on the transfer target UEs
· User’s preference whether to keep or release service control while performing IUT
The Local Operating Environment Information is implementation specific and may comprise of such items as radio environment’s information, quality of IP connection (jitter, delay and packet loss), application specific requirements, memory considerations, power considerations, target UEs’ status and capabilities etc.
NOTE:
User preferences are not transferred to the network.
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
