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Abstract of the contribution:

When a UE is in limited service mode and emergency attached to the network, both the UE and network need to be able to clear resources after the IMS emergency session.

The MME needs to clear resources when no longer needed.  Clearing of resources, including the PDN connection to the Emergency APN would occur after a guard timer for emergency expires.  This timer is set after the MME detects the end of the IMS emergency call (e.g., release of last GBR bearer).

If dynamic PCC is not used, the MME will not be able to detect the release of GBR bearers from IM CN.  It may be possible for MME to detect the end of an IMS emergency session if an S1 release request with an inactivity cause value is received from E-UTRAN.  The proposed outgoing LS in S2-091982 to RAN3 and SA4 describes the issue and requests input from these groups on this detection mechanism.
Another consideration for the UE is that, although the UE may remain connected to the Emergency PDN GW after the IMS emergency call, the UE should not be locked onto the network during this guard period if it can detect an allowed network.
