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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution discusses on identification of emergency call handover from E-UTRAN to HRPD in limited service mode and proposes to add the related text into TR 23.869 in Rel-9
1. Discussion 
UE initiates an emergency call from EUTRAN access in the overlapping coverage area of EUTRAN and HRPD. When UE moves out of EUTRAN coverage which may be e.g. a hot-spot coverage, UE needs to perform emergency call handover from EUTRAN to HRPD. 
In current non-optimized handover or optimized handover from EUTRAN to HRPD in TS23.402 V8.5.0, the attach type, which is set to handover attach, is send to HSGW in HRPD access. But for emergency call handover, UE needs to indicate the network that the current procedure is not only a handover attach but also for emergency call, because the network need to perform the special handling for emergency call handover. For example, when UE indicates HSGW “emergency” in handover attach procedure to HRPD access, HSGW may need to perform the following special handlings.
· If HSGW is not configured to support for emergency services, the HSGW shall reject the PDN Connectivity Request
· If HSGW is configured to support for emergency services, the HSGW shall not check for subscription restrictions
· If HSGW is configured to support for emergency services, the HSGW shall use emergency configuration data for emergency bearer establishment
· And so on
When UE performs handover from EUTRAN to HRPD access in the limited service mode with UICC, UE may provide attach type message to indicate HSGW handover attach and provide Em-APN to indicate HSGW for emergency call. 
But in UICC-less mode, UE may be not able to provide the Em-APN to indicate HSGW for emergency call. Then HSGW will not be able to perform the above special handlings, which may lead to emergency call failed. So, UE need to provide the new attach type, e.g. emergency handover, to indicate HSGW the handover attach information and emergency call information in UICC-less mode. 

If the above different methods are used to indicate HSGW in the limited service mode with UICC and UICC-less mode, HSGW needs to apply different methods to distinguish them. In order to simplify the behavior of HSGW, we recommend the unified method should be used in the limited service mode with UICC and In UICC-less mode. Because the UE can not provide Em-APN in UICC-less mode, the method using in UICC-less mode should be adopted as the unified method for the limited service mode.
2. Conclusion
When UE performs handover from EUTRAN to HRPD in the limited service mode, UE shall set attach type to “emergency handover” to indicate HRPD network that current procedure is handover attach for emergency call. 
3. Proposal
It is proposed to add new section 5.5.x in TR23.869 to reflect the above conclusion.

Key Issue x: Emergency call handover from E-UTRAN to HRPD access in limited service mode
5.5.x.1
Description

When a UE performs handover from E-UTRAN to HRPD access, Attach procedure specified in TS 23.402 is used. The Attach procedure is shared with several procedures including the initial attach, handover (especially from 3GPP) and emergency attach. And it is expected that the emergency call handover procedure is different from emergency attach and the Attach procedure should be modified to support the emergency call handover. Therefore, it is needed to distinguish emergency handover from the existing procedures including the emergency attach and to add an appropriate emergency call handover flow into the attach procedure. And also other relevant procedures should be considered in same way.

Solution

When UE performs handover from EUTRAN to HRPD access including non-optimized handover and optimized handover in limited service mode, UE shall set attach type to “emergency handover” to indicate HRPD network that current procedure is a handover attach for emergency call.
