Introduction 
SA2#72 is scheduled to hold elections for SA2 WG leadership and SA2 IMS Sub-WG leadership. This document describes the process for these elections, in particular for the IMS Sub-WG elections, as the 3GPP Working Procedures do not define the process to be used for Sub-WG elections.

Considerations
2.1 SA2 WG elections

The elections for the SA2 WG leadership will take place as per the 3GPP Working Procedures.
Barring unexpected last minute candidates, the SA2 WG elections are planned to be conducted during the 1st common session on Monday around 10:15am.
2.2
SA2 IMS Sub-WG elections

The 3GPP Working Procedures do not define how the leadership of Sub-WGs is to be elected. 
For the IMS Sub-WG of SA2 candidatures and support letters for the IMS SWG chair and vice chair positions have been submitted as Tdocs to SA2#72:
A)
For IMS SWG Chairman there is one candidature received in S2-091887 for Mr Tom Towle (Qualcomm). Hence, the need for formal voting on the IMS SWG chairman position is unlikely to be needed. Election for the IMS SWG chairman is planned to be conducted during the 1st common session on Monday around 10:15am.
B) 
For IMS SWG Vice-chairman there are two candidatures received:  S2-091819 for Mr Raymond Forbes (Ericsson) and S2-092105 for Mr Hengliang Zhang (Huawei). 
The SA2 membership is asked to make an implicit decision on how many IMS SWG VCs the membership wants to see and on the above candidatures themselves using the following simple process:

A single voting round will be held at Tuesday lunch break (~12.30 – 13.00) with the 3GPP Individual Members of the SA2 voting list allowed to vote for 0,1,or both of the candidates. 
The candidate with more votes gets elected as IMS SWG vice chair. 
Additionally, if the other candidate receives more than 50% support, he’d get elected as second IMS SWG vice chair. 
Note: % of support is calculated as number of votes received per total number of returned ballots.
