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Abstract of the contribution: the contribution focuses on the applicability of UE voice setting to UTRAN in release 8 and release 9.
1. Introduction

At the last SA2 the group handled a LS from CT1 (S2-094564/C1-093162) addressing the question of whether the UE voice settings defined in TS 23.221 are applicable to UTRAN/Iu-mode or not for UEs that are IMS PS voice and CSFB capable. SA2 replied to the CT1 LS indication in S2-094944 that the setting are applicable only to E-UTRAN in release 8. 
Based on the SA2 discussion, it is clear that not enough study had taken place to analyze the applicability of the voice setting to UTRAN.

2. Discussion
TS 23.221 introduces the "IMS voice over PS session supported indication" provided to UEs connected to both E-UTRAN and GERAN/UTRAN, stating that the indication applies respectively to E-UTRAN and UTRAN. TS 23.221 also specifies how the UE service domain selection functionality behaves upon receiving the "IMS voice over PS session supported indication". However, currently TS 23.221 only describes such behavor for UEs that support E-UTRAN, and does not address UEs that support UTRAN. 
Two main issues arise from the current SA2 understanding stated in S2-094944:

· Applicability to various releases:
· Stating that the UE voice settings defined in TS 23.221 (i.e. IMS PS Voice only, CS Voice Only, IMS PS Voice Preferred CS Voice secondary, CS Voice preferred IMS PS voice secondary) apply only to E-UTRAN in release 8 introduces an issue of compatibility. In fact, if the settings were indeed not applicable to release 8 also for UTRAN, it is hard to see how such settings would become applicable to the UE in release 9.
· if the UE voice setting is not applicable in release 8 but becomes applicable in release 9, then we need to consider the fact that the UE is not aware whether the network it is connecting to is Release 8 or Release 9. Therefore, the UE has no way to discern whether it shall use the UE voice setting when connecting to the network for voice domain selection, or whether it shall ignore the setting configured in the UE by the network operator. 
· Unless an agreement is reached regarding the applicability of such UE settings to UTRAN, the behavior of the UE service domain selection functionality when the UE is connected to UTRAN and receives the "IMS voice over PS session supported indication" remains unspecified.
3. Proposal
It is propose to agree that the UE voice settings defined in TS 23.221 are applicable for UTRAN/Iu-mode in both Release 8 and Release 9 for UEs that are IMS PS voice and CSFB capable. It is also proposed to provide indication of such agreement to CT1 in response to their original LS. A draft LS OUT to CT1 is proposed in S2-095055. Finally, it is proposed to capture the agreement with the proposed CRs in S2-095053 and S2-095054. 
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
